Signs on sticks or poles (we will
provide you with one pagers).

Southbound on I-75/I-85:
Take Exit 248-A (MLK Jr. Drive).
Stay in the right lane on the exit ramp.
Yield right onto Jesse Hill Jr. Drive.
The parking deck entrance is on your right, just
after the pedestrian bridge.

Directions to the Pete Hackney
Parking Deck

Northbound on I-75/I-85:
Take Exit 246 (Fulton Street) and turn right at
the light.
Move into the left lane and turn left onto Capitol
Avenue at the next light.
Pass the State Capitol (on your left), then turn
right onto MLK Jr. Drive.
Turn left onto Jesse Hill Jr. Drive. The parking
deck entrance is on your right, just after the
pedestrian bridge.

Westbound on I-20:
Take Exit 58A (Capitol Avenue) and turn right.
Pass the State Capitol (on your left), then turn
right onto MLK Jr. Drive.
Turn left onto Jesse Hill Jr. Drive. The parking
deck entrance is on your right, just after the
pedestrian bridge.

Eastbound on I-20:
Take Exit 56B (Windsor St/Spring St).
Continue to the third light and turn left onto
Central Avenue.
Stay in the right lane. At the 5-way
intersection under the MARTA overpass, turn
right onto Memorial Drive.
Go to the third light and turn left onto Capitol
Avenue.
Pass the State Capitol (on your left), then
turn right onto MLK Jr. Drive.
Turn left onto Jesse Hill Jr. Drive. The parking
deck entrance is on your right, just after the
pedestrian bridge.
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After parking in the Pete Hackney Deck, go to
the 5th floor to access the pedestrian bridge.

Cross the bridge and use the stairs or
elevator to go down to the 3rd floor to enter

the Sloppy Floyd Building.
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Getting from The Pete Hackney Deck to the Capitol and
Coverdell legislative office Building

Once you enter the Floyd Building, stay on the main
level and turn left towards the main doors to exit

towards the Capitol.

Exit the Sloppy Floyd Building onto MLK Jr. Drive.

Turn right and walk along MLK Jr. Drive toward
the Capitol (look for the gold dome!). Walk in front of the Capitol toward Capitol Square,

Liberty Plaza will be on your left.

Turn right onto Capitol Square. On your right side
will be the accessible entrance to the Capitol,

and on your left will be the CLOB.

The accessible entrance to the CLOB will be to
the right of the building’s main entrance. It is an

outdoor, silver metal ramp (which can get
slippery when wet, so be careful!).
