Three Ways to Vote
1. Early or Advanced Voting - Highly recommended because it allows you to fit voting
into your schedule.
2. Absentee Voting by mail - request a ballot early and return quickly. Apply for an
Absentee Ballot at: securemyabsenteeballot.sos.ga.gov
3. Election Day - One day only at your assigned polling place.

Find Your Polling Place at mvp.sos.ga.gov

Voting Early - you can vote at any polling location in your county.
Voting on Election Day-you must go to your assigned polling location.

Getting To Your Polling Place

Decide in advance how you are getting to your polling location if you do not have your own
transportation. Bus: Check routes and times to your polling location. Friend: Setthe date,
time, and location for your ride. Be suretofollow up the day before. Ride Share: Several
organizations offer free rides to the polls.
